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Gold Test Achievement Recognition

*Upon completion of any gold test, Skate Canada issues a gold test certificate and a gold pin.

*The Whitby FSC further recognizes the achievements of our skaters, upon earning Gold Level in Dance, Skills, or
Freeskate, with the following:

Framing of Skate Canada gold certificate Gold chain (for first gold achievement);Presentation at our Annual General
Meeting; Name engraved on gold plaque.
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In order to qualify for the above, the following criteria must be met:

1. Skater must have been a full time member in our STARSkate/Competitive winter programs (Sej¥arch) for two con-
secutive years at the time of completion of gold test.

2. Skater must be a member in good standing of the WFSC. There must be no outstanding fees and all P.A. hours must have
been completed and verified by the ™ Vice-President of the WFSC.

All gold achievement awards are reviewed by the Board of Directors.

MUSIC ROOM PROTOCOL

- During a skating session, only the music players for that session should be present in the music
room.

- Only one CD for each skater solo is to be stored in the music room. However, if a skater par-
ticipates on a variety of levels (ie:2 and 2/3 or 3/low comp and low/high comp) a CD for each
case should be provided. Any other copies to remain with the skater or coach.

- Any CD's no longer needed should be removed from the music room. Cases should be in good
repair

- Please make every attempt to keep the music room tidy and free from clutter and garbage.

Starting with the 2007 tax year, the Government of Canada allowed a non-refundable
tax credit based on eligible fithess expenses paid by parents to register a child in a
prescribed program of physical activity.

The Children's Fitness Tax Credit  allows parents to claim up to $500 per year for eligible fit-
ness expenses paid for each child who is under 16 years of age at the beginning of the year in
which the expenses are paid .

All WFSC programs (except the Adult skating sec:c

ness Tax Credit by the Government of Canada. Programs must be a minimum of 8 weeks in
length.

Should you require copies of your receipts, please follow the step-by-step instructions below for
printing copies of your registration receipts from the QuickEnroliment (QE) system.
