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In Skate Canada’s STARSkate and Competitive programs, skaters progress through various 
levels of four figure skating disciplines—Skills, Dance, Interpretive and Freeskate.  Day and 
Evening sessions are Open.   Skaters registering in our STARSkate/Competitive programs must 
have a private coach (not included in membership). 
   

Can2/Level 1/2: Can2 skaters must have passed CanSkate Stage4. 
Private coaching required.   NO GROUP LESSONS. 
 

LEVEL 1/2:    Level 1 skaters must have passed CanSkate Stage 7.   
Private coaching required.   NO GROUP LESSONS. 
 
LEVEL 1/2/3:    Level 1 skaters must have passed CanSkate Stage 7.   
Private coaching required.   NO GROUP LESSONS. 
 

 LEVEL 2/3:    Skaters must have passed the complete STARSkate Preliminary Freeskate 
test. Private coaching required.     
 

LEVEL 3:   Skaters must have passed the complete STARSkate Junior Bronze Freeskate 
test.  Private coaching required. 
 
Low Comp: skaters must be actively competing at the Juvenile level in sin-
gles, pairs or dance and be age appropriate  -  OR  -  have their complete Sen-
ior Bronze Freeskate or higher. Private coaching required. 
  
Low-Comp/High-Comp: Skaters must qualify for the Low Comp session as per 
2009/2010 Fall/Winter qualifications. Private coaching required. 
 

High Comp:    Skaters must be actively competing at the Pre-Novice level or higher in 
singles, pairs or dance  -  OR  -  have their complete Senior Silver Freeskate test or higher.  
Private coaching required. 
 
**Out of Club Registrants must provide their latest test papers to the Registrar before 
acceptance.  Test Papers may be dropped into the Test/Registration Mailbox or faxed to
